EMERGENCY MEDICAL INFORMATION BOOK

The Project known as EMERGENCY MEDICAL INFORMATION BOOK is a project which was initially started by the Rotary Club of Tea Tree Gully in South Australia, in cooperation with the SA Ambulance Service, but has been adopted by many Lions Clubs throughout Australia.

The book is contained in a plastic sleeve which has three magnets on the back to ensure it adheres to the front of a refrigerator door.   The book contains all a patient’s medical problems, medication details and medical history.   It also contains details regarding your name, address etc, pension, medicare and other important numbers, together with all emergency contact phone numbers.

Should the time arise that an Ambulance is called to your home, the crew of the Ambulance are trained to check the front of the refrigerator to see if an Emergency Medical Information Book is present.   If it is, they can immediately start the correct treatment you require without having to wait to get to the Hospital and carry out tests.   This saving of time can easily be the difference in saving a life.

The cost of the books is $1.10 (Incl GST) per book which can be carried by the Club or the books can be displayed in an appropriately designed box and purchased by the public for a gold coin donation.   Boxes are available at a cost of $4.00 each and display the Lions Logo.   A minimum number of 250 books need to be ordered to have the words “Proudly Supported by your Individual Lions Club in District 201C2”, included on the front cover.
As an example, the Blackwood Lions Club have distributed books to Doctors, Clinics, Retirement Villages, Chemists etc or anywhere they can be given free of charge to people who may have the need of the SA Ambulance Services in the near future.   Boxes with books available for a gold coin donation are to be placed in some local shops in the near future.
